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The Sinai Temple Israel Center will emphasize four broad categories:

EDUCATION

Through educational programs, the Center will allow us to learn more
about Israel, and thus, learn more about ourselves as Jews. Israel is our
spiritual home. We are bound to the land by history and destiny. We
are blessed to live in this rich and good land and to live in a time when
Israel exists. This modern State is an historic achievement, a celebration
of our faith, our ideals, our history, and our culture. The Sinai Temple
Israel Center will provide a comprehensive educational experience for
the study and understanding of Israel for all ages through education
al missions and extended study programs, lecture series with prominent
Israeli scholars, tutorial sessions for those who wish to expand their
personal connection to Israel, and a communications center to connect
Jewish institutions around the world.

CULTURE

Jewish culture finds its fullest expression in our land. As the prophet
teaches,“From Zion shall go forth the Torah”. All forms of Jewish culture—
scholarship, art, music, dance and literature — serve to touch our souls.

By providing
organized tours to Israel, the Center will allow each Jew to make this
connection. Our trips will emphasize the spiritual, political, social, com
mercial, artistic and cultural aspects of our land, and will be available
to all age groups. Traditions are built by those who offer hand and
heart, and walking our land will strengthen those traditions for us and
for our children.

ACTIVISM

Our homeland, our history, and our beliefs are open to assault and mis
guided interpretation. We can never again allow falsehood and hatred
to exist unopposed. Our response must be quick to confront media
distortions, aid victims, or provide critical support in times of need. Our
children must be prepared to confront falsehoods on campus and in the
workplace. The Center’s materials and programs will increase awareness
of the truth about our land, and help us and our children to share that
truth with others. We will support charities and aid services in Israel
that reflect our Jewish values. The Center will encourage religious
pluralism in Israel through the Masorti movement and other organizations
that seek to sustain traditions of political and cultural diversity. By
identifying and offering opportunities for our community to engage
in activism, the Sinai Temple Israel Center will ensure the support our

homeland needs to thrive today and in the future.
