Repeatedly in our Torah class the question comes up – why does
the Torah tell such violent, painful stories?  Why portray cruel or
thoughtless acts?  What is edifying about depravity?

The Bible takes its stand against perfection.  There is no perfect
person – not Moses, not Abraham, not Rebecca, not Ruth.  Each
person struggles with the constraints of society and with his or her
own passionate nature.  A hero is not a flawless person.  In the best
there is a fractured greatness.  

The Bible is not a theory about how people should work; it is a
description of how they do work.  Only when the stories have
established for us that the Bible truly understands human nature
can we allow it to push us along the path to improvement.  Who
would trust a sacred book that knew nothing of anger, or sin, or sadness?  In the cunning of Naomi,
the abandon of David and the tortured musings of Ecclesiastes we find parallels for our own lives.
Everything has changed – language, dress, social customs, and technology – everything except
human nature.  We will cry tears over our children as Jacob did and laugh with Sarah.  And we will
continue reading their stories as long as people try to find their way to one another, and to God.

A Look Back and . . .

Last month my column discussed President’s Day and George Washington. I
mentioned that President’s Day was also a consolidation of Lincoln’s Birthday
and Washington’s Birthday.

This month I want to discuss Abraham Lincoln (the Great Emancipator). Do you
see any parallels between Lincoln and Exodus?

There were two incidents that show President Lincoln’s compassion for the
Jews. At the outset of the Civil War, the Army restricted chaplains to clergy of
the Christian faith. Illinois Senator Lyman Trumbull (later the author of the 13th
Amendment ending slavery) submitted a bill to end this restriction. On
December 14, 1861, President Lincoln wrote Dr. Arnold Fischell: "I find that there

are several particulars in which the present law in regards to Chaplains is supposed to be deficient, all of which
I now design presently to the appropriate Committee of Congress. I shall try to have a new law broad enough
to cover what is deferred by you in behalf of the Israelites."

The other incident involved General Ulysses S. Grant’s infamous General Order #11 which barred Jews "as a
class" from residence in the large territory under his command. Ceasor Kaskel representing the Jewish com-
munity of Paducah, Kentucky (who knew) met with President Lincoln on January 3, 1862 and the following
took place:

Lincoln: "And so the children of Israel were driven from the happy land of Canaan?" 

Kaskel: "Yes and that is why we have come unto Father Abraham’s bosom, asking for protection."

Lincoln: "And this protection they shall have at once."

President Lincoln then overruled the infamous order.

As the Sinai delegation heads to Washington D.C. with the hard working efforts of past President Jan Zakowski
without whose help the size of the delegation would never reach the numbers we will have at AIPAC, Sinai’s
voices will surely be heard.

The icing on the cake will be our own Cantor Joseph Gole coming off his presidency of the Cantors Assembly
singing Hatikvah at the Monday evening Gala Banquets. Then again should anyone else have seriously been
considered for the honor? Yasher Koach Cantor Gole.

A  D e f i n i t i o n  a n d  C a l l  t o  A c t i o n

The plight of poor Jews is on the increase in our community and, with it, their
inability to purchase even the barest necessities to enjoy a happy Passover
Seder.  The perception that all Jews are well-to-do marginalizes to those who,
though silent, are poverty-ridden in our midst.

Maot Chittim is the traditional form of charitable giving prior to Passover to assist
those in need.  The splendor of our own Sedarim is shared through this “money
for wheat” called for by tradition.  We ask you to share a little of that which you
will celebrate, as in the words of the Haggadah, you give the Lachma Anya the
“bread of poverty – matzah,” to all who would come and seek food.  A check
made out to Sinai Temple marked Maot Chittim Fund will reach the right people.

Mechirat Chametz is the act of “selling” all that is leaven and still remaining in
your household, by means of a legal fiction.  Instead of receiving funds for your
“sale,” you instead pay someone to take it off your hands, there-
by giving you all the ability to claim that for Passover, you own no
chametz at all.

The funds that you donate go fully to the Maot Chittim Fund as
well, thus enabling you to fulfill the full mitzvah of cleansing your
home for Passover, and at the same time help other Jews to have a joyous holi-
day.  Mr. Ralph Resnick, Ritual Director at the temple will help you sign the
“contract” for “sale” of your chametz, and your contribution, also made out to
Sinai Temple, will be greatly appreciated. There will also be a “contract” available
in the Temple main office.

The Torah prohibits the ownership of

chametz (leaven) during Pesach.

Therefore, we arrange for the sale of the

chametz to a non-Jew.  The transfer,

mekhirat chametz, is  accomplished by

appointing an agent to handle the sale

(Ralph Resnick at Sinai Temple).  It is a

valid and legal transfer of ownership.  At

the end of the holiday, the agent arranges

for the reversion of ownership of the now-

permitted chametz.  If ownership was not

transferred before the holiday, the use of

this chametz is prohibited after the holiday

as well (chametz she-avar alav ha-Pesach).

During the eight days of Pesach, chametz

cannot lose its identity in an admixture.

Therefore, the minutest amount of chametz

renders the whole admixture chametz and

its use on Pesach is prohibited.  However,

during the rest of the year, chametz follows

the normal rules of admixture, i.e. it loses

its identity in an admixture of one part

chametz and sixty parts of non-chametz

(batel be-shishim). This affords us the

opportunity to differentiate between foods

purchased before and during Pesach.

What follows is a general guideline.

However, your rabbi should be consulted

when any doubt arises.  Kosher le-Pesach

labels that do not bear the name of a rabbi

or one of the recognized symbols of rab-

binic supervision, or which are not integral

to the package, should not be used without

consulting your rabbi.

Prohibited foods include the following:

leavened bread, cakes, biscuits, crackers,

cereal, coffee containing cereal deriva-

tives, wheat, barley, oats, spelt, rye, and all

liquids containing ingredients or flavors

made from grain alcohol.

Most Ashkenazic authorities have added

the following foods (kitniyot) to the above

list:  rice, corn millet, legumes (beans and

peas; however string beans are permitted).

The Committee on Jewish Law and

Standards has ruled unanimously that

peanuts and peanut oil are permissible, as

peanuts are not actually legumes.  Some

Ashkenazic authorities permit, while

others forbid, the use of legumes in a form

other than their natural state, for example:

corn sweeteners, corn oil and soy oil.

Sephardic authorities permit the use of all

of the above.  Consult your rabbi for guid-

ance in the use of these products.

Detergents

If permitted during the year, powdered and

liquid detergents do not require a kosher

le-Pesach label.

Medicines

Since chametz binders are used in many

pills, the following guidelines should be

followed:  If the medicine is required for

life sustaining therapy, it may be used on

Pesach.  If it is not for life sustaining ther-

apy, some authorities permit, while others

prohibit their use.  Consult your rabbi.  In

all cases, capsules are preferable.

Permitted Foods

The following foods require no

kosher le-Pesach label if purchased

prior to Pesach: unopened packages or

containers of natural coffee without cereal

additives (however, be aware that coffees

produced by General Foods are not kosher

for Passover unless marked KP); sugar,

pure tea, salt (not iodized), pepper, natural

spices, frozen fruit juices with no addi-

tives, frozen (uncooked) vegetables (for

legumes see above), milk, butter, cottage

cheese, cream cheese, ripened cheeses

such as cheddar (hard), Muenster (semi-

soft) and Camembert (soft), and baking

soda.

The following foods require no

kosher le-Pesach label if purchased

before or during Pesach: fresh fruits and

vegetables (for legumes see above), eggs,

fresh fish and fresh meat.

This guide was prepared for the Rabbinical Committee on J ewish Law and S tandards by Rabbi
Mayer Rabinowitz. I t was accepted by the Committee on D ecember 12, 1984. The last paragraph of
the introduction,  as well as Part “A” under “P ermitted Foods,” have been amended to reflect most recent
decisions of the  Committee affecting the status of peanuts, peanut oil and certain cheeses. 

S ince the Torah 

prohibits the eating of 

chametz during Pesach, 

and since many common 

foods contain some 

admixture of chametz, 

during P esach guidance

is necessary when 

shopping and preparing 

for Pesach.

before or during Pesach: all baked prod-

ucts (matzah, cakes, matzah flour, farfel,

matzah meal, and any products containing

matzah) canned or bottled fruit juices

(these juices are often clarified with kitniot

which are not listed among the ingredients.

However, if one knows there are no such

agents, the juice may be purchased prior to

Pesach without a kosher le-Pesach label),

canned tuna (since tuna, even when

packed in water has often been processed in

vegetable broth and/or hydrolyzed protein.

However, if it is known that the tuna is

packed exclusively in water, without any

additional ingredients or additives, it may

be purchased without a kosher le-Pesach

label), wine, vinegar, liquor, oils, dried

fruits, candy, chocolate flavored milk, ice

cream, yogurt soda and frozen uncooked

vegetables.

The following processed foods

(canned, bottled or frozen), require a

kosher le-Pesach if purchased during

Pesach: milk, butter, juices, vegetables,

fruits, milk products, spices, coffee, tea

and fish, as well as all foods listed in

Category C.

Kashering of Utensils

The process of kashering utensils depends

on how the utensils are used.  According to

halakhah, leaven can be purged from a

utensil by the same process in which it was

absorbed in the utensil (ke-vol’o kakh pol’-

to).  Therefore, utensils used in cooking are

kashered by boiling, those used in broiling

are kashered by fire and heat, and those

used only for cold food are kashered by

rinsing.

Earthenware (china, pottery,

etc.): May not be kashered.  However, fine

translucent chinaware which has not been

used for over a year may be used if scoured

and cleaned in hot water.

Metal (wholly made of metal):

Utensils used in fire (spit, broiler) must

first be thoroughly scrubbed and cleansed

and then made as hot as possible.  Those

used for cooking or eating (silverware,

pots) must be thoroughly scrubbed and

cleaned and completely immersed in boil-

ing water.  Pots should have water boiled in

them which will overflow the rim.  The

utensils should not be used for a period of

at least 24 hours between the cleaning and

the immersion in boiling water.  Metal

baking utensils cannot be kashered.

Ovens and Ranges: Every part

that comes in contact with food must be

thoroughly scrubbed and cleaned.  Then,

oven and range should be heated as hot as

possible for a half hour.  If there is a broil

setting, use it.  Self-cleaning ovens should

be scrubbed and cleaned and then put

through the self-cleaning cycle.  Continuous

cleaning ovens must be kashered in the

same manner as regular ovens.

Microwave Ovens which do not cook the

food by means of heat should be cleaned,

and then a cup of water should be placed

inside.  Then the oven should be turned on

until the water boils and there is steam.  A

microwave oven that has a browning ele-

ment cannot be kashered for Pesach.

Glassware: Authorities disagree

as to the method for kashering drinking

utensils.  One opinion requires soaking in

water for three days, changing the water

every 24 hours.  The other opinion requires

only a thorough scrubbing before Pesach,

or putting them through a dishwasher.

Dishwasher: After not using the

machine for a period of 24 hours, a full

cycle with detergent should be run.

Electrical Appliances: If the

parts that come into contact with chametz

are removable, they can be kashered in

the appropriate way (if metal, follow the

rule for metal utensils).  If the parts are

not removable, the appliance cannot be

kashered (all exposed parts should be

thoroughly cleaned).

Tables, Closets & Counters: If

used with chametz, they should be thor-

oughly cleaned and covered, and then they

may be used.

Kitchen Sink: A metal sink can

be kashered by thoroughly cleaning and

then pouring boiling water over it.  A

porcelain sink should be cleaned and a sink

rack used.  If, however, dishes are to be

soaked in a porcelain sink, a dish basin

must be used.

Chametz & Non-Passover

Utensils: Non-Passover dishes, pots and

chametz whose ownership had been trans-

ferred, should be separated, locked up or

covered, and marked in order to prevent

accidental use.

The Siyum B’chorot is the

special occasion on the eve of

Pesach when all firstborn males

express gratitude that they (via

their b’chor ancestors on the eve

of the Exodus from Egypt) were

spared during the tenth plague.  

The tradition for the b’chor to

fast on that day is overridden by

the fact that a tome of the

Talmud is completed that very

morning, giving rise to the need

to celebration - - a “siyum” - -

which will take place following

the morning service. All firstborn

males are cordially invited to

attend this unusual and happy

event.

Sinai teenS helP to Make a chanGe in neW oRleanS

On December 19th, 17 teens, Rabbi Sela, and I departed Los Angeles to New Orleans, Louisiana, as

a Tikkun Olam/Social Action trip to rebuild homes for victims of Hurricane Katrina and to explore

the life and culture that makes New Orleans what it is.  We toured the city, learned about the

culture that continues to flourish in New Orleans, and saw a live Jazz performance at the famous

Preservation Hall in the French Quarter.  We also met with individuals who were unable to leave

New Orleans before the hurricane and lived through the horrific disaster to tell their stories.  We

saw the levees that flooded during the hurricane and the damage that Katrina had caused in the

Lower 9th Ward.  We went to visit a synagogue that was destroyed and spoke to the Rabbi there.  Rather

than simply breaking down internally and giving up, the Rabbi spoke with such vigor and strength and hope

that his home would someday be rebuilt.  Jessie Goldman, a junior who was on the trip said, “Not knowing

exactly what to expect emotionally, I was merely excited to build houses and spend four days with some

friends from Sinai. However, after building and putting up dry walls on the first day and hearing about the

person whose house we were helping to build, the meaningfulness of the experience really began to set in.

I realized that it (the trip) wasn’t only about building a house, but it was rebuilding someone’s life.”   For

Jessie and the other teens, their eyes were opened to a whole new experience and purpose.  We are so

grateful and excited that we had the opportunity to help this disaster-stricken city and had the chance to

really make a difference through helping others.  I truly believe that this trip to New Orleans helped each

of these teens grow and realize that even though they are just one person, they have the ability to change

a great deal.  Goldman adds, “It was the personal connections that we could make with not only the

people whose houses we were rebuilding, but the people in New Orleans whose entire city was being

rebuilt and the impact it had on them.  I left New Orleans with a feeling that I really had made a difference:

not only by putting up a wall, or drilling in a nail, but by connecting with someone

there, and bringing their hope back to Los Angeles where the hope, drive and

determination to better the world can be applied here at home.” Each of these teens

unanimously agrees that their drive to help others and do social action does not end

with the conclusion of their trip. The Sinai Temple trip to New Orleans was definitely

something that each of these teens will take with them and will use their experiences

to continue to help others and do Tikkun Olam/Social Action back home.  Please look

out for future Sinai Temple teen trips.

social action at sinai temple 

In Pirkei Avot it teaches, “The world rests on three things: Torah study, prayer, and acts of kindness.”  Sinai

Temple has increased its response to those in need this year, especially since so many people have been

affected by the economic recession.  We have continued our regular programs such as clothing and toy drives,

collecting food for SOVA (this Rosh Hashanah we doubled the amount donated!), and we have added some

new initiatives.  On a few occasions we have started making peanut butter and jelly sandwiches following

Shabbat morning services.  In just a few minutes we have made thousands of sandwiches which are promptly delivered by Angel Harvest

to local soup kitchens to feed hungry Angelinos.  This is a great start but there are hundreds of thousands of hungry people in our city

everyday.  Sinai Temple has also committed to volunteering once a month to prepare and serve food at a local soup kitchen, the Greater

West Hollywood Food Coalition (see photo).  This organization feeds over 100 people every

day of the year.  We are also helping people beyond the borders of our city.  Our youth group

sent 17 teens to help rebuild homes in New Orleans over winter break (see the youth group

article for more details).  And this summer ATID is sending a delegation to Israel on a social

action mission.  Our community has responded to the call to help others in many ways, but

there is always more need than resources.
